GPS - Type in Cabbage Patch Road, Altamont, TN 37301. The camp is located at GPS Coordinates 35° 26.5N 85° 52.25W

Directions via I-40:  I-40 to Nashville, Exit 176 to I-840 E, Exit 53A to I-24 E.  From I-24 take Exit 111B (Manchester). Turn north on McMinnville Highway for 0.3 mi and turn Right on Ragsdale Rd. for 11 miles.  Turn right on Tennessee Hwy 127 for 0.3 mi and turn Left on Fred Lusk Rd. for 1.6 miles. Turn right on Tennessee Hwy 108 and travel east, going 5.8 miles (drive up Cumberland Plateau). Turn right at sign for Skymont. Bear right at fork, Skymont camp entrance about 3 miles on right.
