WHAT TO BRING TO CAMP: 

� 1 Scouts BSA Uniform shirt – short-sleeve � Notebook and pens / pencils 
� 2 or more Scout Shorts with belt � Materials necessary for merit badge work 
� 4 or more pairs of Scout socks to last 7 days with 

washing � All merit badge prerequisites completed 

� 3 or more Troop T-Shirts to last 7 days with washing � Scouts BSA Handbook for Boys 
� Troop hat (must have) � Swimsuit (not tight fitting) 
� Troop neckerchief with slides � 1 beach towel for swimming 
� Underwear for 8 days � 2 Towels and washcloths 

� Liquid detergent for washing the above � Toilet kit (deodorant, soap, shampoo, 
toothbrush, toothpaste, comb, etc.) 

� Sweatshirt or jacket � Shower sandals / Crocs (shower use ONLY) 
� Long sleeve shirt � Day pack or book bag 
� Blue jeans and long sleeved shirt if taking ATV, 

Welding or Metalwork MB � Canteen or water bottle 

� Clothes hanger – metal (1) � Sunscreen 
� Bed clothes � Insect repellant 
� Sleeping bag or sheets and blankets � Flashlight / headlamp with extra batteries 
� Pillow � Pocket knife (If completed Totin’ Chip.) 
� Hiking boots or athletic shoes � Footlocker / suitcase / backpack / duffle bag 
� Rain gear: poncho or rain jacket and pants � Mess kit and utensils 

� Camp chair � Money for Trading Post and Canteen 
Suggested amount: $35.00 - $45.00 

� Hand sanitizer, personal size � Money for Lunch on Return Trip 
 
OPTIONAL: 
� Medications (Must have instructions.) � Rope to hang wet clothes to dry 
� Fishing gear � Clothespins, some (bread clips) 
� Watch � Camera 
� Sock liners to wear when hiking � Bible, prayer book 
� Chess set, playing cards, football, etc. � Personal First Aid Kit 
� Air mattress or sleeping pad � Musical instrument 
� Work gloves � Clothing sprayed with Permethrin 
� Face masks (7) � Merit badge pamphlets 
� OA sash (if a member of the Order of the Arrow)  

 
WHAT NOT TO BRING TO CAMP: 
� Open-toed or open-heeled shoes (Crocs/Slides) � Firearms and bows 
� Pets (unless seeing eye or guide dog) � Bikes 
� Electronic Devices (Phones, iPods, games, etc.) � Tobacco or alcohol products 
� Fireworks � Fixed Blade/Sheath knives
